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Local Attractions  

Solomon’s Temple 

Take a gentle stroll up to Solomon’s Temple and 

overlook the historic Spa town of Buxton and the 

surrounding Peak District. Please be aware that this 

walk is quite steep and reaches heights of 440 metres. 

From the visitor centre car park, the walk to Solomon’s 

Temple and back can take between 50 minutes – 1 

hour, 15 minutes depending on pace. Public toilets 

and a café are available at the visitor centre.  

Poole’s Cavern  

Explore the limestone caverns and see how crystal 

stalactites lined the chambers over millions of years. 

Pre-booked cavern tours are available from 10am – 

4.30pm and cost £12.50 per adult. Each tour lasts 

approximately 50 minutes underground at a constant 

temperature of 7°C/44°F. Please be aware that there 

are 28 steps in the Cavern, no more than 10 in one 

place. Poole’s Cavern shares the visitor centre with 

Solomon’s Temple. Further information can be found 

here.
